The early Church regarded the whole 
fifty day period as a single festal period which 
focused on the unitary theme of Christ’s’ 
passage through death to glory. And Pentecost, 
the fiftieth day of Easter,  regarded as the 
crowning close to the Easter Season. And so it 
should be for us who celebrate Easter. This is 
our SEASON to reflect on how we are a 
resurrection religion. It is too much to take in 
unless we spend this 50 days recalling in our 
hearts what the Resurrected Christ means to 
us – not for what he has done but for who he is. 
“…He entered once for all into the sanctuary, 

passing through the greater and more perfect 
tabernacle not made by hands, that is, not 
belonging to this creation. He entered, not with 
the blood of goats and calves, but with his own 
blood, and achieved eternal redemption” (Heb 
9:11-13). Have a wonderful and prayerful
