Blessings from our Easter Season!!!!

This is it! This is the high point of our
liturgical year! At last, we get to rejoice! Right?
So if it is such an important part of our liturgical
calendar (and it is, of course), then why does it
occur at different dates each year? It is
interesting to note that the first ecumenical
council of Nicea (325AD) established that
Easter should be celebrated on the first
Sunday after the first full moon of spring. By
doing so, the decree prevented the Christian
feast of Easter from being celebrated at the
same time as the Jewish Passover.

The first eight days of Easter make up
the octave of Easter, and is sometimes
referred to as the “little octave” as compared to
the “great octave” of seven weeks. To bring out
the unity of the Easter season more clearly, the
Sundays of Easter are called the Sundays OF
Easter, not Sundays after Easter. Pentecost is
now referred to as the eighth Sunday of the
Easter season and marks the end of the great
octave, or fifty days. These Sundays are so
important to our faith their liturgical elements
during Masses cannot be replaced by anything,
not even solemnities.

Perhaps we can all pour our hearts into
this Easter season’s Sundays. They are filled
with wonder and joy at the resurrection of the
Lord. The readings are rich with theology,
imagery, and practical insights. The music is
joyful and needs to be sung by all in
attendance.

So Alleluial What blessings we have
been given! Peace from the Risen One
