STATE CHAPLAIN’S MESSAGE

Dear Brother Knights and 
Ladies: 

Sometimes 
circumstances in life cause us 
to possibly compromise 
ourselves; sometimes other 

circumstances may cause us to make choices 
we don't necessarily want to make: whatever 
those circumstances may be, they are at once 
uncomfortable and even hurtful. We all know 
that; however, it still doesn't make it easier. 
Such are my feelings on this column. In 
general, it is necessary for us once again to 
state the position of the Church's magisterium 
(teaching authority) on membership in the 
Masonic associations.   

In the "Declaration on Masonic 
Associations" issued by the Congregation for 
the Doctrine of the Faith in Rome, The 

Declaration reads: "...the Church's negative 
judgment in regard to Masonic associations 
remains unchanged since their principles have 
always been considered irreconcilable with the 
doctrine of the Church and therefore 
membership in them remains forbidden. The 
faithful who enroll in Masonic associations are 
in a state 
of grave sin and may not receive Holy 
Communion.   

"It is not within the competence of local 
ecclesiastical authorities (e.g. bishops or 
priests or deacons) to give a judgment on the 
nature of Masonic associations which would 
imply a derogation from (exemption from) what 
has been decided above, and this in line with 
the Declaration of this Sacred Congregation 
issued on 17 February 1981 (cf. AAS 73 [1981] 
pp. 240-241) (Published in English language 
edition of L'Osservatore Romano, 9 March 
1981.) 

"In an audience granted to the 
undersigned Cardinal Prefect (i.e., Joseph 
Cardinal Ratzinger), the Supreme Pontiff John 
Paul II approved and ordered the publication of 
this Declaration which had been decided in an 
ordinary meeting of this Sacred Congregation. 
“Rome , from the Office of the Sacred 
Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, 26 
November 1983. (Signed) Joseph Card. 
Ratzinger, Prefect and Fr. Jerome Hamer, O.P., 
Titular Archbishop of Lorium, Secretary." 

Given the Church's present legislation, a 
Catholic cannot be a member of the Masons. 
Even though in North America , Masons are 
involved in many works of charity and social 
assistance, the Church's legislation speaks for 
itself.
