Pit Beef

Brothers, Rick and I took our supply trailer; 
this is the trailer that carries our tables, slicer’s, 
tents, basically everything except the “beast”, to get 
it weighted on January 9th. We have suspected for 
a while that we have been over loading it for quite 
sometime. Our trailer is 14 feet by 6 feet. It weighs 
1,300 lbs empty. It has a carrying capacity of 1,690 
for a total of 2,990lbs. Our trailer weighed in at 
5,000lbs which means we are grossly over 
weighing it by at least 2,000lbs. This could cause 
an accident or damage someone’s truck hauling it 
to an event. The Boy Scouts have offered $2,000 
for our trailer and the Home Corp has agreed to 
purchase a new trailer for the council. The new 
trailer is 20 feet long (6 feet longer) and is 8.5 feet 
wide (2.5 feet wider) and has a 7,000 pound 
carrying capacity. It has two axles and has electric 
brakes on all four wheels which makes it a much 
safer trailer to tow.  

The Home Corp has agreed to purchase the 
trailer with the understanding that the council will 
replay the Home Corp for the entire amount of the 
trailer. The new trailer is $6,500, deduct the $2,000 
dollars we will get for the old trailer and you have a 
loan of $4,500. We are asking the Home Corp to 
also purchase a new 20 foot by 20 foot tent. Our 
current tent has been used for many years and has 
started to get several holes in it. The total amount 
of the loan will not exceed $5,500. We have agreed 
to repay the loan to the Home Corp by giving them 
a check from the profit of each Pit Beef function we 
have.  A check to be at least $50 will be paid to the 
Home Corp. We will continue to do this till the loan 
is paid in full. This way the council does not have to 
take a loan from a bank and make monthly 
payments in months where we have no income to 
the council.
