During His last year of public life, Jesus 
focused on the organization He would leave 
behind.

but this in no way relieves or diminishes a 
Chairman, Director or Officer of his responsibility 
to thoroughly accomplish the designated 
activities.  The thought that a Chairman by 
himself is going to accomplish an event is 
foolhardy.  The first job of a Chairman is to 
determine his committee and human resource 
requirements, and he shouldn’t proceed unless 
he has concrete commitments.  Furthermore, if 
you are part of a committee and experience a 
coordination problem; then handle it in a positive 
manner with the person directly or as part of a 
committee agenda.

No 
understanding or being unwilling to work the 
organizational structure makes a strong case for 
micro managing, which is an unfortunate but 
some times a necessary strategy. 

I encourage Officers and Directors to 
review their objectives and responsibilities for this 
year and make sure you are on track to accom-
plish them, with emphasis on involving all of our 
298 Knights.  If you want to accomplish the vision 
that we all agreed upon, then let’s continue 
creating an environment that encourages partici-
pation by all with boundless personal satisfaction.  
The only way to make an organization that works 
is to work the organization.  I am honored to lead 
this Council of talented men and know that if we 
follow the model that Jesus created, Council
