STATES TAKE UP THE 
ABORTION ISSUE. 

Nebraska has recently signed into law 2 
bills that put restrictions on Abortion. 

The first one is the Fetal Pain Bill. A law 
barring abortions after 20 weeks because of 
the possibility that the fetus could feel pain. 
This will be a direct challenge to the Roe vs. 
Wade Decision. In Roe, the Supreme Court 
recognized viability—the point at which the 
fetus can live outside the womb—at the point 
at which states have the right to ban abortion, 
generally at 22 to 24 weeks. That was the 
"compelling" point at which to allow abortion 
bans, Justice Harry Blackmun opined, 
"because the fetus then presumably has the 
capability of meaningful life outside the 
mother's womb." Therefore, he continued, "If 
the State is interested in protecting fetal life 
after viability, it may go so far as to proscribe 
abortion during that period, except when it is 
necessary to preserve the life or health of the 
mother." 

The other bill that Nebraska has signed 
into law is to require women to be screened 
before having abortions for mental health and 
other problems. Both of these laws are the first 
of their kind and will be challenged in court. 

Let’s hope this is the first of many to 
come from the states as they protect life.
