CHAPLAIN’S MESSAGE

As we enter the month of November, we 
think of all saints and all souls and also our national 
celebration of Thanksgiving Day. It occurs to me 
that there is a connection between saints and the 
deceased and giving thanks, but one that is not 
always easy to see, a connection that goes against 
the grain of the way our increasingly secularized 
culture looks at life. 

This month, we will be remembering the 
lives of those who went before us and praying for 
them. As Knights, we will have an opportunity to 
gather for Mass on November 15 to remember and 
pray for our brother knights who have died. In all of 
this, we cannot help but be reminded of our own 
mortality and the brevity of this life on earth. 

To be a saint is not so much to be 
canonized and honored by the world; that is for a 
few special people chosen for that role. To be a 
saint is to be consecrated to God, as we are by our 
baptism, and to be with him in heaven. This is our 
destiny; this is why 
God made us, and this is why He sent His Son into 
our world. 

This is what we celebrate on All Saints Day, 
the wonderful reality that by the mercy of God, our 

friends and loved ones who have gone before us 
are able to enjoy being with God forever in a new 
and most wonderful existence. 
We pray for the deceased because we are not sure 
that they may not still need our prayers, but also in 
thanksgiving for the gift of lives that touched ours 
and benefited us and are, in many, many cases, 
models for our imitation. They fought the good fight 
of fidelity to God and to loved ones and neighbors. 
We know, in our hearts, that many of those we pray 
for are already with God, and our prayers become 
united with their prayers in heaven for us and for 
our world. 

As we remember our deceased loved ones 
and friends, we may also call to mind the suffering 
they endured and our own pain in losing their 
company for a time. It is then that we seek help 
from God to strengthen our faith that God was with 
them in his love in their time of suffering and in their 
death and that we can count on his saving 
presence in our trials and in our efforts to be there 
for others. 
We cannot avoid the harsh reality of suffering and 
death; it is part of our human condition. But we can 
find in our faith and in our fellowship with each 
other in Christ the hope that changes everything. 
For just as the cross of Jesus, so shameful and 
tragic at the time, has become the instrument of 
glory and the cause of our salvation, so all suffering 
in this world can be transformed by God’s love into 
the glory that awaits us all.  And then, it will be hard 
to remember the suffering that was endured 
because what God has in store for us surpasses 
hope or thought. Hope to see many of you at the 
Memorial Mass.

Camden Yards Concession Stand Report 
 
Brothers All - 
  
I am the Sheen Council 7612 Concession Stand Coordinator and have held this position for about 3 years.  I'd 
like to update you on what is happening and welcome new members who have an interest in helping. 
  
For the past 13 years or so, the Sheen Council has operated a concessionaire stand at Baltimore Orioles Baseball 
games.  At first in the old Memorial Stadium on 33rd Street and then moving to Camden Yards when that 
stadium opened.  Many of you have volunteered and continue to volunteer to help us run that stand and a beer 
portable stand during the baseball season.  We receive a 9% commission on gross sales at the concession stand 
and an 11% commission on the gross sales at the beer portable stand. 
  
This year, for the first time, we have expanded the Concession Stand Project and have begun operating a 
concession stand at Baltimore Raven's football games at the M&T Bank Stadium.  Unlike baseball games, our 
concession stand for football in indoors on the Club Level...an entirely different atmosphere!  We are earning a 
9% commission on the gross sales at the concession stand. 
  
Over the course of a baseball season, we have received, on average, $6 to $7,000 from the baseball concession 
stands and I am projecting adding another $3,000 from the football concession stand.  All this money goes into 
the Council's General Operating Fund. 
  
To the Brother Knights, spouses and family members who have volunteered in the past and who continue to 
respond to my phone calls for help, my sincere thanks!!  To those Brother Knights who unaware of this project, 
especially new Brother Knights, I extend my welcome and ask that you consider volunteering, for at least one 
football or baseball game in the next year.  I need a total of 160 volunteers to cover all of the baseball and 
football games.  If each Knight volunteers for 1 game in the next year.....I would have more than enough help to 
work 6 baseball games and 4 football games and I would only have to call each of you 1 time. 
  
To work at the concession stands, a 2 hour alcohol awareness training class sponsored by ARAMark is 
required.  Successful completion of this class certifies you to work in the concession stands for 4 years.  This 
training is open to Brother Knights, spouses and family members 18 years old and older.  I will work with you 
to schedule your training class.
