In his excellent book, Seeking Spirituality,
Oblate Father Ronald Rolheiser says that there are
four pillars of the spiritual life which are essential if
we are to grow spiritually. These four pillars
provide balance in our spiritual lives. He names
them: Private Prayer and Private Morality; Social
Justice; Mellowness of Heart and Spirit, and a
Church Community.

All four of these, according to Father
Rolheiser, must be there. If one or another is
lacking, something is lacking in our religious and
spiritual life. Yet it is so easy to fall into the trap of
overemphasizing one or the other or totally
neglecting one or more of these important areas.

As Knights, we are certainly encouraged to
be active in our church; and our Order provides
many opportunities to grow in our knowledge of
social justice issues and to contribute in one way or
another to the well being of others. We are all
aware of the need for personal prayer and a good
life. However, mellowness of heart and spirit may
not be too clear to us. He defines it as being free
from anger and guilt and having a warm and
grateful heart.

It is interesting that this element is
considered essential for growth in holiness. Without
it, if we are overly serious and somber and always
critical of others or unduly scrupulous, what we
possess in the other areas is not going to do it for
us. As we examine our consciences and take tabs
on our spiritual progress, it might help to check
ourselves on these four pillars.

May God grant us as his Knights the grace
we need to be balanced in our spiritual life and to
serve him faithfully in all of these essential areas.

Pro-Life Report

Knights of Columbus Applauds Presidential Veto of S tem-Cell Bill

Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson thanked President Bush for vetoing H.R. 810, the so-called
“Stem Cell Research Enhancement Act,” which would have, for the very first time, provided federal
funds for research in which human embryos are destroyed.

“This stem-cell bill is eminently worthy of President Bush’s first veto,” Anderson said. ...

“Every human life, no matter how small, should be protected in law. Unfortunately, in America
the destruction of unborn human life is perfectly legal, whether in a laboratory or in an abortion clinic,”
Anderson continued. “This bill would add insult to injury by forcing the taxpayers to pay for the
destruction, and that is unconscionable.”

Anderson concluded, “President Bush has done the right thing in vetoing this measure, and it appears
that his veto will not be overridden. The Knights of Columbus, one of the largest pro-life organizations
in the world, appreciates the President’s action, and calls upon members of Congress to focus on
stem-cell research that does not violate basic human dignity.”
