Knights Calls for Constitutional 
Protection of Marriage  

Delegates to the 124th annual convention of 
the Knights of Columbus today [Aug. 3] adopted a 
resolution calling for “legal and constitutional 
protection at the federal, state, territorial or local 
levels for the traditional definition of marriage as a 
union of one man and one woman to the exclusion 
of all others.” 

Knights of Columbus in both Canada and 
the United States have waged postcard campaigns 
seeking legal protection for marriage.  Canadian 
Knights, working with the Canadian Catholic 
Bishops, are seeking repeal of Bill C-38, adopted 
by Parliament last year, which legalized same-sex 
marriage in Canada.  U.S. Knights, in conjunction 
with the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, 
distributed ten million postcards urging members of 
Congress to vote in favor of a constitutional 
amendment defining marriage as the union of a 
man and a woman.
